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#PuppetMaster   
How Breadcrumbs From Spamouflage-Linked Assets Led Us to an 
Accounts-for-Sale Service

 

Overview  
In investigating the Chinese influence operation Spamouflage, we identified an entity generating 
inauthentic Facebook accounts used in a set of Spamouflage activity, primarily using the name 
Salva Store. They operate YouTube and Telegram channels to promote the sale of Facebook 
accounts and social media services, primarily on Meta platforms. Based on open-source 
indicators, we assess with high confidence that this intermediary is located in Bangladesh.  

 

Key Findings  
●​ We identified 47 YouTube channels, seven Facebook accounts, seven Instagram accounts, 

three X accounts, two Tumblr accounts, and two Bluesky accounts linked to the Chinese 
influence operation Spamouflage and posting a video, “VENOM: The Blackmail Symbiote.” The 
video suggests the U.S. president started the Iran war to shift public attention away from the 
release of government files on late sex trafficker Jeffrey Epstein.  

●​ The video was originally posted by an AI-generated Instagram video creator account, 
Forbidden Clothes, and later by a Chinese military blogger’s Weibo account. Watermarks from 
both accounts are visible on versions of the video.   

●​ Another set of 15 Facebook Spamouflage-linked accounts commented on Facebook posts 
from the previous set, bringing the total number of Spamouflage-linked Facebook accounts to 
23. Three of those commenting accounts featured images with a “Salva Store” logo and a link 
to the Telegram channel Salva James. 

●​ That Telegram channel is linked to five others, as well as two Facebook pages, two web 
domains, and one YouTube channel, all collaborating to promote the sale of Facebook and 
other social media accounts. The web domains advertise Facebook and Instagram accounts, 
Meta ads, and Business Manager accounts, in addition to creating fake Gmail and Hotmail 
email addresses.

●​ Based on open-source indicators, we assess with high confidence that this activity is based in 
Bangladesh. 

 

Analysis 

In monitoring Spamouflage activity, we identified 68 likely inauthentic, Spamouflage-linked 
accounts and channels sharing an AI-generated video between April 14 and 15, 2026:  

●​ 47 likely inauthentic YouTube channels 
●​ 7 Facebook accounts 
●​ 7 Instagram accounts 
●​ 3 X accounts 
●​ 2 Tumblr accounts 
●​ 2 Bluesky accounts 

“VENOM: The Blackmail Symbiote” portrays U.S. President Donald Trump as possessed by the 
Marvel character Venom, an alien symbiote that takes the form of Jeffrey Epstein in the video.  
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Facebook post by a Spamouflage-linked account sharing the video and alleging, “The US-Iran conflict is never about 

national security, only their private political agenda.” 

The Epstein symbiote is seen influencing Trump to conduct wars and taking control of him in 
conversation with Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu, suggesting Trump began the Iran 
war to shift public attention away from the Epstein files. Posts sharing the video used four 
hashtags: #Trumpanyahu, #PuppetMaster, #Invasion0fTheBodySnatchers, and 
#TheHostAndTheSymbiote. 

According to a watermark on the video, an Instagram AI-generated video creator account called 
Forbidden Clothes posted the video on Instagram. Chinese military blogger Weibo account @仰止
条侯 then posted the video, adding a Weibo watermark. The posting accounts sourced the video 
either from the Weibo account (showing both watermarks) or directly from the original seeder, 
Forbidden Clothes.

Across platforms, the posts received almost no engagement except on Facebook, where the 
video attracted likes and comments from an additional set of 15 likely inauthentic accounts.  
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A Facebook post of the video by a Spamouflage-linked account, which garnered multiple comments from other

We attributed all these accounts and channels across all six platforms – including the 
commenting accounts on Facebook – to Spamouflage with high confidence, based on:  

●​ Shared use of the video and hashtags 
●​ Posting the video on Facebook or Bluesky with a link to a link to one of the 47 identified 

YouTube channels 
●​ Previous participation, by some of the accounts/channels, in other Spamouflage-linked 

campaigns targeting the U.S. or the Philippines 

Three of the 23 Spamouflage-linked Facebook accounts displayed a cover picture featuring a 
“Salva Store” logo and the Telegram handle @salvajames.

Salva Store YouTube Channel 

A search for @salvajames revealed a YouTube channel called Salva Store, which included a link to 
the Telegram channel @salvajames in its description.

The YouTube channel's videos promote services to buy fake Facebook accounts and Meta 
Business Manager 5 (BM5) accounts, as well as to “recover” restricted accounts.  

 
Some of the Salva Store YouTube channel's videos, promoting various services. The channel gradually began using 

AI-generated thumbnails featuring fake individuals, likely to increase viewership.  
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The channel initially posted videos with titles in English and Bengali. Some videos did not feature 
audio or featured an AI-generated voiceover, although one of the first posted videos featured a 
likely authentic Bengali voice.

Several videos showed the video creator's screen, recorded using the software Bandicam. On the 
screen, the output folder is visible with the file path C:\Users\Sha Kha Wat\Documents, 
suggesting the video creator's name may be Sha Kha Wat, which is a plausible Bengali name.

Telegram Channels Associated With Salva Store 

The Salva Store YouTube channel’s videos feature descriptions that contain links to two Telegram 
channels, @facebookaccountcretion and @SalvastoreYT, and two web domains, fbvault[.]com 
and bebstock[.]com, that offer services promoted in the YouTube videos.

The Telegram channel Facebook Account Creation (@Facebookaccountcretion) had the same 
logo as Salva Store, but apparently stopped being active in September 2025. The Telegram 
channel Salva Store (@SalvastoreYT) indicates in its description that its administrator account is 
Salva James (@salvajames);  those appear to be the only two currently active Telegram assets 
associated with the YouTube channel.

According to the tool Telelog, @Salvajames is mentioned in 108 Telegram channels that primarily 
discuss “meta marketing,” including buying and selling Facebook accounts and groups and Meta 
ads.  

Domains Associated With Salva Store 

The domains  fbvault[.]com, created in 2023, and bebstock[.]com, created in March 2026, both 
feature offers to buy Facebook accounts, ads, and Business Manager accounts. Both also appear 
to have special categories for Asian accounts, including for Bangladesh, Pakistan, India, and 
Nepal.

Home page of fbvault[.]com, which offers Pakistani, Bangladeshi, Indian, Nepali, and “Asian” Facebook accounts, as well as 

a “Mixed Facebook Account.” There are also offers for Facebook pages, Business Manager accounts, Facebook 
Advertising, ProLine accounts, and VPN.  

Bebstock[.]com is available in multiple languages, including Bengali, Indian, Arabic, Chinese, 
Russian, French, Portuguese, Spanish, and German, likely based on the primary locations of its 
clients.

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Fbvault[.]com has a category called Salva Supplier, likely referring to the Salva Store “brand.”  

 
The Supplier Salva category of fbvault[.]com, offering accounts created between 2022 and 2024 and new Facebook 

accounts. The prices indicate it’s cheaper to purchase new Facebook accounts ($0.25 per four “pieces”) than accounts 
likely hijacked between 2023 and 2024 ($1.85 per “piece”) or 2022 to 2024 ($2.50 per 15 “pieces”).   

Additional Facebook and Telegram Assets Associated With the Domains 

Bebstock[.]com's “Contact With Us” page mentions another Telegram channel, @Santo_Bn, and 
fbvault[.]com mentions two others, @wonobee and @fbvault.  

 
An announcement that appears upon opening fbvault[.]com's home page, mentioning Telegram channels @wonobee and 

@fbvault.  

According to Telelog, @wonobee is a bot related to a Telegram channel called Facebook Ads & 
account. Neither @wonobee nor @fbvault can be “displayed” on Telegram because they allegedly 
violate the platform’s terms of service.  
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Fbvault[.]com features a link to a currently active Facebook page, Phone Farming Bangladesh.

We also found an inactive Facebook page, Fbvault Store, using the same logo as fbvault[.]com; it 
was likely the online presence of the enterprise before the domain fbvault[.]com came into use.

Based on these findings, we assess with high confidence that Salva Store is very likely a 
Facebook accounts supplier working in collaboration with other entities/individuals – as 
summarized in the table below – on various platforms, offering the same services.
